Government from time to time. 

Period of contract: The selected candidate shall enter into a contract agreement with the 

Commission at the time of appointment. The Law Officer may be engaged by the 

Commissionpurely on contractual basis initially for a period of one year on work basis or until 

further orders whichever is earlier. The contract may be further extended at the sole discretion of 

the Commission. The contract may be terminated at any time without any notice, subject to the 

terms & conditions to be incorporated in the contract agreement. 

Remuneration: The Law Officer will be paid remuneration Rs. 50,000/-. No other allowance 

shall be admissible. No other emoluments shall be available to the appointee apart from TA/DA 

for field visits (as per requirement of the job) as per decision of the Commission.
